
PRAYER
Without Jesus we have no right to expect favors from God when we pray.  

	 (Psalm 143:1-2)
We pray in Jesus’ name because He alone paid for our sins. (John 16:23)
God hears only the prayers of those who are acceptable to Him by faith in  

	 Jesus. (Hebrews 11:6; 1 Peter 3:12)
Jesus has promised that our prayers will be answered. (Matthew 7:7)
Prayers are to come from the heart; merely speaking the words is not  

	 praying. (Matthew 6:7; 15:8)
God always answers our prayers with either “Yes” “No” or “Not now,  

	 later.”  (Matthew 7:7; 15:22-23)
We pray “Your will be done” – trusting that God knows best how to answer  

	 our prayers. (Ephesians 1:11; Psalm 115:3)
We can pray anytime, anywhere and for anyone or anything.
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
